SjCOOP: mentoring in  
science journalism  

 
In February 2010, WFSJ launched the second 3-year phase of the SjCOOP program. The 
Federation’s flagship project, SjCOOP has two main objectives: the mentoring of science 
journalists and the establishment and support of associations of science journalists, in 
Africa and the Middle East.  
 
SjCOOP is training another group of 70 aspiring science journalists throughout Africa and 
the Arab world. Their 15 mentors are a dream team selected amongst the best science 
journalists from Africa, America, Europe and the Middle East. The SjCOOP mentoring is 
done at a distance via emails and Skype during two years and a series of face-to-face 
meetings. Many graduates of the first phase of SjCOOP are now recognized as science 
journalists and some have become mentors in the second phase. 
 
SjCOOP is made possible thanks to a major grant from the United Kingdom’s Department 
for International Development (DfID) and additional funding from The Netherlands’ Ministry 
of Foreign Affairs and Canada’s International Development Research Centre (IDRC).
